This yearΩǎ family-friendly history tour will be held 
Saturday, October 19, from 3:00 to 5:00 pm., at the iconic Genoa Cemetery, located 
just north of Genoa at 2396 Jacks Valley Road.  
 

Guides will lead small groups of visitors through the cemetery, providing a history of 
some of the fascinating and little-known locals buried there, and pointing out 
outstanding examples of the symbolism of markings on many of the historic grave 
markers.  Actors in period dress will also deliver Chautauqua-style talks about four 
of Carson Valley residents whose histories have been largely forgotten today, but 
who nevertheless played significant roles in Valley history.  

 

Actors will include native Nevadan and noted local historian Marlena Hellwinkel, who will portray Jane Raycraft 
Campbell, a member of one of the early Genoa families whose role in the founding of the Candy Dance is
