RULES AND REGULATIONS  

 
1. This is an outdoor event.  You may begin booth set up on Friday afternoon, May 1 and 

continue the morning of Saturday, May 02, but must have your booth in place by the 
10:00 a.m. start of show.  Remember, there is no onsite overnight security.  
 

2. The event is advertised to run from 10:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.  Saturday, May 02 & Sunday, 
May 03.  The museum has made provisions to remain open until 5:00 p.m. on both Saturday 
and Sunday should foot traffic warrant.  All booths must be taken down by 6:00 p.m. 
Sunday, May 3. 
 

3. Booth spaces are ten-by-ten feet and will have several feet clearance between booths. 
 

4. Shared booth space with a fellow artist is permitted with prior permission from the DCHS.   
 

5. No electricity is available on site.  
 

6. This event is family oriented.  All art must be in keeping with a family friendly atmosphere.  
The Douglas County Historical Society Board of Trustees (DCHS) reserves the right to 
require the removal of any work, which is determined to be unsuitable for the event.  
 

7. Exhibitors are responsible for maintaining and leaving their assigned areas free of refuse, 
and in otherwise good condition. 
 

8. Artists agree to allow publicity photographs and videos taken by the DCHS at the event to 
be used as part of the marketing, promotion and publicity coverage of the event, both for 
current and future events. 

 

9. There is a no host Wine Bar running from 11:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. on both days of the event.  
We have invited several local food trucks, but their participation is not guaranteed.  
 

10. NEVADA TAX REGULATIONS:  
• If sales tax is included in the selling price of your work, a sign must be posted in your 

booth indicating that sales tax is included in the purchase price.   
• If you hold a Nevada Sales Tax Permit, a copy must be posted in the booth.
